Since 1975 he has been one of the top 
songwriters in Nashville with ten #1 
country hits to his credit that include 
“She Thinks I Still Care”, “The Door Is Al-
ways Open”, “You’re The First Time I’ve 
Thought About Leaving”, “I’ll Be Leav-
ing Alone” and ACM Song of the Year, 
“Keeper Of The Stars”. In 1995, Dickey 
was honored with being inducted into the 
Nashville Songwriter’s Hall of Fame.    

Karen Staley
Karen is a well known hit songwriter and 
sought after live performer.  Her most re-
cent smash was “On A Night Like This” by 
Trick Pony.  Karen has written over 1000 
songs with some of her biggest hits being 
“A Face In The Crowd”,  “Keeper Of The 
Stars”, “As I Am”, “Let’s Go To Vegas” and 
“Everytime I Cry”.  She has many awards 
to her credit including an ASCAP Award, 
Grammy and ACM Song of the Year.

One of 
the founding members of Nashville’s lon-
gest running female songwriters’ event, 
Girls With Guitars, her songs have been 
cut by some of her favorite artist ranging 
from Reba, Jewel, Tim McGraw, Willie 
Nelson and Sugarland.

“Enjoy The Ride” was a Top 10 country 
single and the theme for “Good Morning 
America” in 2008.
